Gofynnir yn garedig i chi addasu eich 
trefniadau yn y bore er mwyn sicrhau fod eich plentyn wedi cyrraedd y dosbarth cyn 9 o’r gloch.

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Covid Update 19 - thank you for all your co-operation in responding to the challenge of the coronavirus. Positive 
cases continue to affect the school occasionally. We continue to follow hygiene guidelines and keep children in 
their year bubbles throughout the school day. I would like to remind you that you should not send your child to 
school if they have any symptoms of coronavirus. 
 
Please remember; 
If you have any of the symptoms of coronavirus (high temperature, constant new cough, loss of taste or smell - 
or a change in those senses), you should isolate yourself at home and have a test. You should not go to a surgery, 
pharmacy or hospital. Self-isolation applies to adults and children of all ages. 
 
Arriving at school on time - thank you for all your co-operation with bringing your children to school in the 
morning and collecting them at the end of the day. A few families are late - almost every day! Please adjust 
your morning arrangements to ensure that your child arrives in class before 9 o'clock. 
 
Water - we encourage pupils to bring a bottle of water to school every day. The bottles can be re-filled at school 
if required. 
 
Christmas Concert - due to Covid-19 restrictions and a risk assessment we will be arranging a recording of the 
children performing Christmas items at school again this year. We want to avoid organising a mass event that 
encourages large numbers of people to congregate in one place and increase the risk of spreading the virus. 
Unlike last year, pupils can now sing within their year bubbles. All the excitement of preparing items, learning 
songs, acting and costumes will continue. We will be recording the items on stage in the school hall during 
December and sharing the recording with you before the end of term - Children will continue to be in their class 
bubbles. 
 
Children in need and BBC Radio Cymru's Al Hughes campaign - thank you for all your help again this year. The 
children and staff have been walking miles daily to support the campaign. 
 
Lighting the Christmas Tree in town - we have received an invitation for Year 2 pupils to sing a few Christmas 
songs in town on Saturday, December 4th at 4 o'clock (about 10 minutes) and hope you will be able to support 
us at this event - more details to follow.
