Each child will sing or recite with the rest of the class and you
will have the opportunity to see some of the items performed at the Denbighshire National Urdd Eisteddfod. Admission to this inclusive
event is free.

e Date - Tuesday, June 14th at 6 o’clock (1st choice), Wednesday, June 15th (2nd choice if adverse weather conditions)
and Thursday, June 16th as 3rd choice.

e Covid - following a covid risk assessment | would like to remind everyone that you should not attend the event if you have
any covid-19 symptoms. We will arrange hand sanitation areas on the way in.

e Picnic - you will be able to bring a picnic for the evening. The PTA will provide light refreshments such as tea, coffee, ice
cream and cakes. We have also obtained a license for the sale of wine during the evening.

e Seating arrangements - the school has around 20 picnic tables located around the field and there are a number of chairs
available for you to use. | would advise you to bring your own seats or blankets. We will have set up areas for picnic tables
around the side, seating at the back and blanket space for a picnic at the front.

e Admission is free - there is no charge for entry to the event - the important thing is to give every parent / guardian the
opportunity to see school pupils perform. The PTA will receive financial contributions if you wish and will be organizing a
raffle. Any money raised will be used to improve educational resources such as reading books and play equipment.

e The gates will open at 5.20 and the first items will be at 6 o'clock — a programme will be distributed to every family before
the event — if you wish to sponsor the programme then please contact me by Thursday of this week.

e  Foundation Phase staff will meet Nursery, Reception, Year 1 and Year 2 pupils inside the main entrance and escort them to
their classes to meet the teachers (as happens every morning when pupils arrive at school)

e  Parents / guardians will be able to access the field through the green gate by the bike shelter.

e Following the performances of the Nursery, Reception and Years 1 and 2 parents / guardians will need to collect their
children from the designated collection areas and then return to have a picnic and watch the rest of the items.

e Nursery class collection areas - Nursery mini yard - pupils will be released from the Nursery back door to the small yard (as
happens at the end of each school day)

e  Collection areas for Reception, Years 1, 2, 3, 4, 5 and 6 - following their performances they should be collected from the
designated collection pens (one pen for each class) on the school yard by Llong Ned.

e Year 3, 4, 5 and 6 pupils will need to sit on the field with their family / friends until they are called to sit in the assembly area
near the stage - they may be able to enjoy a picnic while watching the Foundation Phase performing. After performing Year
3, 4, 5 and 6 pupils will need to be collected from the collection pens (one pen for each class) by Llong Ned.
