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The Welsh Language

One of the school'’s priorities this year is to improve the learners' Welsh speaking and listening skills in
social situations. We understand that our pupils come from homes where Welsh is not spoken,

or only spoken a little, and our intention is to give as much support as possible to help the children to

be fully bilingual by the time they leave school at the end of Year 6. At the school we have received
Voice 21 training as whole school staff to assist us with this priority, and we ask for your cooperation

as parents and guardians as well as we try to reach this goal. Following an idea proposed through the
questionnaire to parents, we will share links with you to help you promote the Welsh language at home.
This week, 1'd like to share these links with you:

o Supporting your child to use the Welsh Lanquage at home
o S4CTV Schedule including Cyw and Stwnsh programmes

We would appreciate it if you could find time to read the content above and give opportunities
for your children to watch S4C Welsh television live, or on S4C/Clic online catch-up.
(S4C children's programs start at 6 o'clock in the morning! Great for the little ones who wake up early!)

Responding to the parent questionnaire - an update regarding the morning and afternoon arrangements

e Theresponse to the morning arrangements has been extremely successful. It has been so nice to see so many of you coming
into the school to meet the staff and see your child's learning environment. The morning routine will return to drop off at
the gate next week, but we will welcome you back into the school again in the mornings at the start of each new term.
From Monday onwards, you can share any messages you have in the mornings through the member of staff who will be
at the gate, or by e-mailing the teachers directly.

e The response to the arrangements at the end of the day has been mixed. The positive aspects are that the pupils leave with
all their peers at the same time, with their teacher, and in the case of the youngest pupils there is an opportunity for the
staff to share short messages with the parents as well, and that has proved successful. The negative aspect is of course the
parking, which continues to be a problem outside the school gates, and one that we find very difficult to improve. The worst
day this week was Wednesday because a lorry was parked the other side of the pavilion for emptying the recycling bins.
We again encourage you to walk and cycle, and park near the Leisure Centre or over the blue bridge over towards Camau
Bach, as that would reduce the number of cars in the school area. We will continue with this procedure next week and
monitor the situation as the term progresses.
